Knievel Fails
Canyon 'Jump,’
Survives Crash

TWIN FALLS, IDAHOQ — Robert (Evel)
Knievel failed vesterday in an altempt 10
rocket across the Snake River Canyon when
a tail parachuete deployed prematurely on
11e takeoff of the Montana daredevil’s Sky-
Cycle X-2.

The steamn rocket streaked to about 1,000
{eet abgve the river before floating into the
canyon to make a nose-down crasi Ianding
on 2 rocky bank at the river's edge.

Knievel was pulled unhurt from the craft
several minutes later by a rescue team.

The flicht aborted almost as soon as steam
exploded from a rear nozzle of the 13-foot-long
craft and propelled it along a 108-foot faunch

Ford had been told that the former
president was likely to be indicted as
a co-conspirator in the cover-up of the
Watergate burgiary in 1972

He had alsg been told that, because
of all the publicity about the case, it
might be nine months oér more before

a jury could be chosen to gwe Nixon
a fair trial.

"He felt that such an urdeél would
threaten the former president’s health,

so he decided to spare boih \'lxon and
the nation.

He said his concerm was niot so
much with the fate of Richard Nixon
as with *‘the immediate future of this
great country.”

Ford's announcement of a full par-
don for Nixon was unexpected. It came
at an odd hour for White House action
—11 o’ciock on a Sunday morning.
